Health and Safety

● Weather forecast is cold and showers (14 degrees). General tips: Stay
hydrated. Dress for being outdoors. A cold wind can blow.

● Standing for long periods on uneven surfaces - wear comfortable and
well-fitting shoes. Sit down if necessary.

● Parking and road closures - might be challenging. Perhaps park at the
church/hall and walk to Memorial Park.

● Warm up your voice at home to avoid vocal strains.

Uniform

● Shirt - Plain coloured and collared. Not white or black.
● Trousers/skirt - black
● Socks/stockings – black



● Shoes – black, suitable for outdoors and standing for longer periods.
● Name badges – not needed.
● Lyrics – print lyrics and use a black folder. Please, DO NOT USE a phone or

tablet.
● Water – be hydrated before the performance.

● Jacket, hat, gloves and scarf for warmth
